ECHOCARDIOGRAM

Your Physician has ordered an ECHOCARDIOGRAM to evaluate the structure and function of the heart. This procedure uses sound waves to evaluate the size, thickness and movement of the heart structures as well as the velocity and direction of blood flow.

How long does the test take?  Approximately 45 minutes.

Who will be administering the test?  There is no preparation for the test.

What can I expect the day of the test? You will be asked to remove your clothing for the waist up (a gown will be provided). Three electrodes will be attached to the chest to help record the EKG during the scan; this will assist the sonographer in obtaining measurements during the different phases of the heart cycle. A colorless water based gel will be applied to the chest and a transducer will be used to produce sound waves to obtain several views, measurements and recordings from different parts of the chest.

When can I expect the results?

· Established Live Oak Cardiology patients should make a follow-up appointment for 
      results unless otherwise instructed by your Cardiologist.

· Patients scheduled for echo only will receive results from the ordering Physician. 
      Live Oak Cardiology will send results to the ordering Physician within 24-48 hours.
