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HEART CATHETERIZATION
A HEART CATHETERIZATION is a medical procedure used to diagnose and treat certain heart conditions. During the cardiac catheterization, your cardiologist will insert a long, thin, flexible tube, called a catheter into a blood vessel in your groin or arm and guide it toward the heart.

Through this catheter, a contrast agent can be injected to the coronary arteries to detect diseased arteries or narrowing of the vessel (the image produced is called an angiogram). In addition to taking pictures of the coronary arteries, a catheterization allows the cardiologist to measure the pressures in the heart, determine how well the heart is pumping and to look at the heart chambers.
