An ELECTRICAL CARDIOVERSION is a procedure used to restore an irregular or fast heart rate to normal heart rhythm. During the procedure, the cardiologist delivers a therapeutic dose of electrical current to the heart at a specific moment in the cardiac cycle. The most common irregular heart rhythms that require cardioversion include atrial fibrillation and atrial flutter. Cardioversion is recommended so that your heart can pump blood adequately to your body.
