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PACEMAKER IMPLANTATION
A PACEMAKER IMPLANTATION is a device that is implanted in your chest to regulate your heart rate and rhythm. A pacemaker is usually implanted under local anesthesia; you will be relaxed, but awake, during the procedure. 

During a PACEMAKER REPLACEMENT, your doctor will make a new incision over the old one and then remove the old device. The leads will be disconnected and tested to determine if replacement of the leads is also necessary. They may or may not be removed.
The leads are connected to the new pacemaker device and its function tested. The new device is then insterted and the incision closed. The pacemaker is programmed according to parameters specified by your cardiologist.
