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RENAL ANGIOGRAPHY
A RENAL ANGIOGRAM  is a medical procedure performed in a hospital used to diagnose narrowed blood vessels to the kidney. During the renal angiogram your cardiologist will inject a contrast medium into an artery through a plastic tube called a catheter to take detailed images of the arteries and veins of the kidneys. Depending on the findings during the angiogram will determine the course of treatment.

Angiography is considered a very safe procedure, designed to obtain sufficient information about your circulation to allow you and your cardiologist to make an informed decision about future treatment.
